New food regulations
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Cabinet has endorsed the Food Safety (Amendment) Regulations 2010.
Cabinet based its decision on a submission by the Minister for Health, Dr Neil Sharma. The current law that governs food safety in Fiji is called the Food Safety Regulation 2009. 

Dr Sharma said that while the Food Safety Regulations 2009 can be seen as equivalent to the various European Union (EU) legislations, the EU Food and Veterinary Office (FVO) 2009 report identified areas that still need improvement, and need to be addressed accordingly. 

"The regulations do not have any standards for Environmental contaminants like Poly-aromatic Hydrocarbon (PAH), Dioxins, Polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) that are applied to fish product," he said.

He said that the fish industry and fish exports to the EU are very important to the economy of the country.
